Dividing Decimals by Whole Number


Dividing a decimal number by a whole number is very similar to dividing whole numbers. The decimals point must remain in the same position in the answer.

Example: Solve 18.9 divided by 9 = ?
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Step 1: Write the problem in long division format. 
Step 2: Division follows the same format as with whole numbers. 9 goes into 18 two times because 9 x 2 = 18. Place 2 in the ones position. Subtract 18 from 18 resulting in 0. Bring down the 9.
Step 3: Place the decimal point.
Step 4: 9 goes into 9 one time because 9 x 1 = 9. Place 1 in the tenths position. Subtract 9 from 9 resulting in 0.

The answer is 2.1.
